Singular Proximal Demonstrative Pronoun
this

number: singular

proximity: proximal "very near or close to"
This is my book. (This book is my book.)
Singular Distal Demonstrative Pronoun
that

number: singular

proximity: distal "remote or distant from"
Give that back to her now! (Give that toy back to her now!)
Plural Proximal Demonstrative Pronoun
these
number: plural

proximity: proximal "very near or close to"

Have you listened to these yet? (Have you listened to these CDs yet?)
Plural Distal Demonstrative Pronoun
those

number: singular

proximity: distal "remote or distant from"

These boxes are heavier than those. (These boxes are heavier than those boxes.)
Grammatical Functions of Demonstrative Pronouns
1. Subject: word, phrase, or clause that performs the action of or acts upon the verb

2. Subject complement: word, phrase, or clause that follows a copular verb and describes the subject

3. Direct object: word, phrase, or clause that receives the action of a transitive verb

4. Object complement: word, phrase, or clause that follows and describes the direct object

5. Indirect object: word, phrase, or clause that indicates to or for whom or what the action of a ditransitive verb is performed

6. Prepositional complement: word, phrase, or clause that follows a preposition to complete the meaning of a prepositional phrase
